Directions: You are to create an itinerary for Spring 2012 semester at sea. 
The itinerary must contain a cover page with an illustration and nine cities, which include three continents. For each city you should have a picture with a caption and 4 bulleted points. The bulleted points should reflect knowledge of social studies. The points should convince a committee that your choices are the best because they would allow students to see historical sites and/or experience an important part of the culture. Your itinerary should be realistic. It should progress in a logical fashion like the sample that I will give you. Your report may be on paper (One-half sheet for each city) or you may do ten power point slides. Only do the power point if you have it at home or have study hall time to work on it. Do not depend on class time to learn power point. If you do a power point you must e-mail the presentation to me at ChrisLarue@u-46.org or print out the slides. Do not bring the project in on a flash drive. You may bring in a hard copy or e-mail it to me. Attach the rubric to the report. I will give 5 bonus points if you include a map like the example I gave in class.
